WHEREAS, this management study included an analysis of the Police Department’s goals, specialized police units, foot patrol assignments and overtime policies;

WHEREAS, for the past several years, the Comptroller of the State of New York has cited the City of Yonkers for excessive overtime in both the police and fire departments, calling upon the city to adjust its deployment of uniformed personnel or identify other measures to reduce overtime and overtime expenditures;

WHEREAS, the City of Yonkers has commenced several significant development projects and many more are in the review process, which will undoubtedly impact services to our residents;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Yonkers requests that the City Administration commission  comprehensive management studies of the Police and Fire Departments by experienced and politically impartial management consultants, to analyze and right-size the police and fire organizations with a view toward reducing overtime, to ensure that the departments operate as cost-effectively as possible, now and in the years to come.
